Jan 1817, wonach diejenigen, so noch Amerika 
wollen, nicht verkaufen solle, bis selbige die Entlassung (des badischen Staates, d.h. die Staatsbewil-
ligung) haben. Auch solle der Vogt Sorge tragen und die nötigen Maßregeln treffen, daß ordentliche 
Schuldentilgung mit jedem Auswanderer geschehe bei Strafe eigener Verantwortlichkeit. 

 

Mit Staatserlaubnis gingen zunächst im April des Jahres 1817 folgende Einwohner nach Nordamerika 
(eingeklammerte Zahl hinter Namen siehe Suchzahl im Sippenbuch): (list below)

usw., wonach ihene nicht nur die Reisenkosten von Haus bis Amsterdam ersetzt würden, sondern 
daß auch jeder Auswanderer an Bord des Schiffes 100 Gulden bares Geld und bei der Ankunft in 
Amerika 6 Jauchert Ackerfeld, 2 Stück Zugvieh, 2 Stück Kuhe, 2 Schweine un was sie notwendig hät-
ten, erhielten, hat sie bei dem weiteren Umstand, daß bei ihnen daheim ein großer Mangel an Le-
bensmittel und kein Verdienstsei, veranlaßt, auszuwandern. In Wirklichkeit ließen sich die Agenten 
die Überfahrt im voraus bezahlen, um hinterher die ahnungslosen Leutchen in der Hafenstadt Le 
Havre oder Amsterdam in größtem Elend sitzenzulassen, wie dies von den beiden enttäuscht zurück-
gekehrten Amerikafahrern Anton Kohler und Frau Theresia Hanselmännin wie auch von Georg Seiter 
und Frau Magdalena Hanselmännin und anderen Geprellten aus anderen Gemeinden zu Protokoll 
gegeben worden ist. Demzufolge verbot das badische Innenministerium Ende Mai 1817 bis auf wei-
teres die Auswanderung nach Amerika.

More soberly however a government decree from 4 January 1817, according to which those want, so 
still America, read not to sell is, until the selbige dismissal (the state of Baden, i.e. the state grant) to 
have. Also the Vogt is to take care and meet the necessary measures that tidy debt retirement with 
each emigrant happens with punishment of own responsibility.

Jauchert field field, 2 pieces course cattle, 2 pieces of Kuhe, 2 pigs un which them necessarily would 
have received, have them with to the further circumstance that with them at home a large lack was 
to food and none, arranged, to emigrate. In reality the agents the passage let themselves be paid in 
advance, in order to sit-permit afterwards the notionless Leutchen in the port Le Havre or Amster-
dam in largest misery, how this from the two disappoints returned America drivers Anton Kohler and 
Mrs. Theresia Hanselmaennin as also by George Seiter and Mrs. Magdalena Hanselmaennin and oth-
er bouncing from other municipalities to minutes was given. Therefore the ministry of the Interior of 
Baden at the end of of May 1817 up to further forbade the emigration to America.

Old Houses Of The North Country, No.163. Stone houses abundantly dot the town of Cape Vincent 
and several of them are to be found in the Rosiere and French Settlement district. Here in the 1830's 
through the influence of James D. LeRay de Chaumont came a number of Roman Catholic settlers 
from both France and Germany to takeup farms. They were sincere, hard- working people and be-
came substantial citizens of this country.One was Joseph Wiley, a widower from Germany, who came 
in 1832 bringing his children with him. He erected a log house. One of his children was Ignatious, a 
skilled stone mason by trade and about 1847 the log cabin was replaced by the plain but attractive 
limestone house shown above.This house, which is just off the old Cape Vincent turnpike and not far 
from Rosiere, consists of ten rooms. Some yards away from the front of the house flows Kent's Creek 
and from the creek bed came the stone used in building the house. Not far away the town's first grist 
mill was built on the banks of this creek in 1809. Ernest G. Wiley a prosperous farmer and owner of 
the house and its 208 acres today recalls that his grandfather a giant of a man weighing 260 pounds 
and standing six feet four inches tall. He had not been in the town long when he was called upon 
build the old woolen mill in Dexter.Another example of his workmanship was the fine old Alfred 
Dezengremel stone house in the Rosiere area and in 1865 when Antoine Duvillard planned the big 
stone grist mill on the shore of the St. Lawrence in the village of Cape Vincent Ignatious Wiley was 
selected to do the stone work.At the present time this building is the federal fish hatchery and has 
been since July, 1895, when George Grant sold it to the government, having purchased it in January 
of that year to make such disposition of it.Ignatious Wiley died July 2, 1886 and willed his property to 
his children. His son, Frank Wiley, eventually became the owner of the farm and its old stone house. 
He operated the farm for several years. He was born in the town of Cape Vincent October 4, 1847, 
about the time the house was erected and his first wife was Mary Ellens. One of their children was 
Ernest G. Wiley, present owner of the property. Frank Wiley died April 31, 1933, and under the provi-
sions of his will the house and farm went to his son Ernest. In the early history of the property there 
was also a stone barn, which Ignatious had constructed, but this was built over by Frank Wiley about 
1894 and only the lower part was retained in that construction. Ernest Wiley relates that his grandfa-
ther was the builder of the Catholic Church (St. Vincent of Paul) in the village of Cape Vincent. It was 
another monument to his skill.

Published in The Delano Eagle; Dec 12, 1907- 

"Another sudden death occured here last Friday morning. Frederick Kasheimer, after an illness of 
short duration, passed away at his home in the north part of the village at about 8;20. He got up in 
the morning and after doing his chores came into the house and complained of not feeling well. His 
wife told him to lie down, and as he seemed to be suffering with cramps she applied hot water, but 
that did not seem to relieve him. After a few minutes one of the members of the family went into the 
bed room and discovered that he had breathed his last. Dr lares was called but it was too late to any 



good. The coroner was summoned and an inquest held, but up to the time of going to press the cause 
of his death had not been determined. Frederick Kasheimer was born in Germany, June 20th 1838 and 
came to the country in 1866, stopping at Chicago where he lived two years. In 1868 he came to Dela-
no where he resided for 27 years and then moved to the town of Woodland, where he remained nine 
years. About three years ago, he with his family moved back to delano. Deceased has been a 
hardworking, honest citizen, respected by all who knew him. He leaves a widow, three sons, Rudolph, 
Eugene, and Vincent, and two daughters, Mrs. L.B.Bartlett of this place and Mrs. James Mayfield, of 
Buffalo Springs N. Dak. The funeral took place from St. Peter's church last Tuesday morning at 10 
o'clock and the interment of the remains was made in the Catholic cemetery."

He then migrated to Nemaha county 
with his wife and family and bought 240 acres of land in Richmond township. The family came by 
railroad to East Atchison, Mo., and were ferried across the Missouri river to Atchison, where they 
boarded a train which took them to Centralia, there being no steam railroad at that time through 
Seneca. The family walked from Centralia to Seneca. The lumber which was used in building of the 
new home was hauled from Centralia by wagon. In time Louis Rettele became well-to-do and added 
more land to his original farm.
